
Honors English I -Great Expectations Newspaper project
Your assignment is to create a newspaper that would have been circulated at the time of the novel setting.
The newspaper must include the following areas:
1. Banner – this includes the title of your paper as well as a dateline, town or state, and newspaper motto. (10 points)
2. Articles – this includes two current event articles that report on two events from the novel and one editorial which is an opinion article written from one of the character’s points of view.
Be sure that the current event articles include a title, a byline (name of the reporter that wrote the article), and location (what is the setting of this event?).  The editorial must have a title and a byline (this is a character’s name). (40 points)
3. Cartoon – there must be one cartoon that has something to do with the novel.  This can be a single frame cartoon or several frames. (10 points)
4. Ads – there must be three different ads for goods or services of which characters in the novel would have been able to take advantage.  These are not classified ads.  They should be ads with company names on them (if this applies) and there must be location information (address, phone number, etc.) (15 points)
5.  Weather – this includes a three day forecast.  The weather must relate to or symbolize the mood of the novel in three different sections.  Give the weather and temperature and an explanation of how that relates to the mood.  (example – a happy occasion would go with sunshine and warm temperatures) (15 points)
6. Creative section  - this is an additional section of your choice.  This might include an obituary section, a business section, relevant classified ads, etc. Show your creative side. (10 points)
